- Week 6: Hearts Aligned With God’s Plans

Week 1: God is calling us to be people seeking the 
good for others, even when they seek our harm.


Week 2: Wickedness will come against God’s 
people, but he calls us to trust in his faithfulness, 
when the wickedness comes against us.


Week 3: We are to starve our sinful desires by 
making God’s word a priority in our lives.

v.7:1-3: David had a desire to build a temple for 
God, but without consulting God, Nathan 
encouraged him to pursue it.


v.4-17: God rejected David as the one to build the 
temple, and revealed that the task would be for 
David’s son.


v.18-29: David humbly accepts God’s decision and 
praises the Lord for using him.
